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Proposed 20 mph Zone
Enfield County Lower School, Lavender School and
St. Michael ’'s C of E School Area

Introduction

The Council is consulting local residents
on proposals to introduce road safety
improvements in the area surrounding
Enfield County Lower, Lavender and St.
Michael's C of E schools. This area has
been prioritised because eleven collisions
resulting in injury were recorded within the
proposed 20mph zone in the three years
leading up to November 2010.

This leaflet explains the Council’'s
proposals and includes a plan showing
the proposed measures.

Your views can help the Council improve
road safety for all road users.

Background

The Council is committed to introducing
20mph zones in residential streets around
schools. This will improve safety for all
road users, but in particular the children
attending schools or living in these areas.
These 20 mph zones will also encourage
more children and parents to walk to
school, which will improve health and
reduce congestion.

Proposals
It is proposed to introduce the following
measures.

A 20 mph zone as shown on the
plan.

Speed cushions in the zone (except
in cul-de-sacs), to discourage traffic
from speeding.

A speed table on Rosemary Avenue
between both school entrances to
slow the traffic and for safer
crossing.

A pedestrian refuge island on
Brigadier Hill to assist school
children and other pedestrians to
cross the road safely.

Double yellow lines at corners to
prevent obstructive parking and
improve driver and pedestrian safety.



Proposed Road 20 mph Zone
Enfield County Lower School, Lavender School

Advantages

. Speed Cushions reduce speed and
casualties.
Double yellow lines improve visibility
and access.

Disadvantages

. Speed Cushions can result in noise
and vibration for adjacent properties.
Double yellow lines can reduce the
space available for parking.

Other Improvements

A separate road safety improvement on
Brigadier Hill, outside the school is due to
be implemented before the end of this
year.

A consultation is currently also being
carried out on a proposed zebra crossing
on Baker Street near Rosemary Avenue
to help children to cross the road safely.

Funding

This proposal will be paid for from money
allocated to Enfield Council by Transport
for London.

If it is decided to proceed with
the scheme, construction will commence
in early 2012. | will write to you again to
inform you before any construction works
are started.
