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Enfield North Conservative spokesman Nick de Bois 
has welcomed Conservative plans to restore the    
nation’s finances, saying it’s time for real honesty in 
politics. 
 

David Cameron has announced the Conservatives 
would raise the retirement age to 66 in 2016 and 
freeze public sector pay for one year. Nick said, 
“These are difficult decisions but they’re honest ones 
and I believe they’ll win the respect of the public. 
 

“Some newspapers have called these policies a  
gamble, but Labour have left Britain’s finances in a 
mess and we need to be honest about how we’re  
going to put things right.” 
 

By making these tough decisions, the Conservatives  

can make a genuine promise to restore the earnings 
link for the basic state pension, while also protecting 
winter fuel payments and free TV licences. 
 

Nick said, “The MPs’ expenses fiasco has meant 
we’ve had a political crisis at the same time as an 
economic crisis. That is a disaster. And yet Gordon 
Brown used his party conference to announce a new 
list of spending commitments to try and win votes.  
 

“What we need now is some real honesty in politics 
about how we deal with the massive budget deficit 
and Britain’s huge debt.” 
 

“People deserve real honesty and that’s what they’re 
getting from the Conservatives.” 
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North London Waste Authority - which handles waste for seven councils including Enfield - is to buy 
London Waste Limited, the company that runs the incinerator. This means long term decisions on 
waste services can now be made with certainty and that future waste recycling will take place on that 
site - and it has been confirmed that there will be no incinerator or waste site in Enfield North. 
 

Nick said, “There has been a certain level of scaremongering over this issue. People have been worried               
unnecessarily and that is not right. But now, those people that were scaremongering have a duty to stop. The    
Council has done a great job in persuading NLWA to buy the site. The incinerator is coming down, there will be  
modern, environmentally-friendly technology in its place, and there will no new incinerator in Enfield North. That’s a 
win-win-win for Enfield!” 

Nick de Bois has welcomed news that the Edmonton incinerator is to be knocked down at the end of 
its life and replaced with modern technology on the same site. 
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It’s been confirmed that Chase Farm Hospital will not only lose its 
24-hour Accident & Emergency department, but talk of a 12-hour 
A&E has turned out to be false. Instead we will have an “urgent care 
centre”. Health chiefs confirmed the news at an Enfield Primary 
Care Trust (PCT) consultation meeting in September.  
 

This means real emergencies will be taken to Barnet or North     
Middlesex hospital. Nick de Bois , who was at the meeting and has 
led the Hands Off Our Hospital campaign since 2003, said, “Enfield 
is a large borough with a growing population. It is beyond belief that 
our A&E department is being taken away. 
 
“Labour promised in 1997 to protect 
the hospital. Despite all the tax rises 
since then, we’re now told our       
hospital is out of money and must 
lose its A&E. It’s appalling.” 
 

The Conservative position: Shadow Health Minister Mike Penning MP (right)  
visited Chase Farm this summer to pledge that if the Conservatives win the     
election there will be an immediate halt to the cuts to Chase Farm hospital.  
 
The downgrade would be halted and the cuts reviewed  on clinical grounds.
